The Mathematics Readiness Certificate of Competency is designed to
facilitate learning in critical thinking and fundamental math skills, offering
students a noncredit option to learn fundamental mathematical skills,
including operations on integers or algebraic expressions, graphing

lines, factoring polynomials, and solving systems of linear equations.
Students will work through individualized learning pathways that will
focus on supporting building mathematics skills for their specific career
and educational needs and interests. The program is designed to be
completed in a single semester and can be taken simultaneously with
other credit-based and noncredit courses at the College.
